Heaven and hell are spoken of often among most Christians. Unfortunately, most people don’t know what

the bible teaches about the second death and the Lake of Fire. Tonight, we will search the scriptures for

this information.

If you have part in the first resurrection, you don’t have to worry about the second death.

The second death involves being cast into the lake of fire.

Death is the payment for sin. All men deserve to die, but God has made a way so that men
don’t have to die.

Every man dies for his own sin.

The fear of death keeps people in bondage. Jesus Christ delivered us, by His blood, from the
power of death. Christians ought not to fear death.

No one has power in the day of their death to prevent their death.

Rom 7:24 with 8:10 The body is a body of death. It begins dying as soon as you are born.

Acts 5:5, 10 with John 19:30 At the first death, the spirit leaves the body and goes back to God.

Solomon knew the dead body goes to the dust, and the spirit of man goes upward. He
didn’t know what happens to the soul. (See Eccl 12:7)

Your soul belongs to you, but it can be lost through the second death, which is eternal.

The first death should not be feared. The second death will kill your soul.

At the second death, your soul will be required.

If you lose your life for the Lord, you'll find that you have eternal life because your soul is
eternal.

People in hell retain their identity, they are active, they see, they speak, and they have
emotions and needs. Jesus warned us about the conscious torment of the soul in hell after

death.

These souls did not go to hell, but they also are thinking and talking and expressing needs.

After the millennial reign of Christ on Earth, the dead in hell will stand before God at the
White Throne Judgment, and then be cast into the Lake of Fire.

The soul can be saved by the efforts of those who witness. He that winneth souls is wise.

The soul is be saved by the word of God.

The soul is saved through faith (“them that believe”).

Micah realized that no sacrifice he could offer to God would save his soul.

Jesus Christ offered His soul to save my soul. He took my place so that | might have eternal
life.
